     Can a saved person _______ be lost? 
     Can a person to whom eternal life is given ever _______ that eternal life? 
     One well-known, international evangelist made the statement, “When the rapture of the church takes 
place, God will call His people out of the taverns, and out of their beds of adultery, and take them home 
to heaven.” 
     In answer to the question, “What if a person who has been saved, later decides that he or she does 
not want to go to heaven?”  An internationally known radio evangelist wrote the following answer: 
     “If you are once saved, and you decide you do not want to go to heaven, even if you shake your fist 
at God in heaven, and curse Him to His face, you would be forced by God to go to heaven because you 
once were saved.” 
     The two preceding statements are foolish to the extreme and are the result of trying to defend an 
erroneous doctrine.
